Intimidation and controle are fear based. They force you to 
behave a certain way by their behaviour towards you. 
Things like shouting, screaming, bad language, anger, 
aggression, verbal abuse, violence, moodiness and even 
the quiet treatment are all fear based behaviours. This is 
not love. 

God does not treat us that way. He communicates with 
grace and mercy. He says tough things in the most 
beautiful sensitive way.  

 

Ephesians 4:15 Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will 
grow to become in every respect the mature body of him 
who is the head, that is, Christ.

Day 4 Love is convinced  
 
Romans 8:38-39 For I am convinced that neither death nor 
life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the 
future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor 
anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us 
from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 
 

To truly be convinced you need to enter into the realm of 
revelation. That’s God knowledge, His download into your 
life that you cannot be separated from His love. 

This will give you such peace and security. Even when 
things are going really bad, God has not forgotten you, 
forsaken you or abandoned you. So if He is still near then 
your answer, your deliverance and your miracle is still 
here.  

So we can call out like the Psalmist and say- 

Psalm 116:1-2 I love the Lord, for he heard my voice; 
he heard my cry for mercy. Because he turned his ear to 
me, I will call on him as long as I live.

I will praise you as long as I live, 
and in your name I will lift up my hands.
